This can provide better/varied selection (instead of being relegated to hotel venue and/or requiring additional transportation). Multiple choices allows the crowd to "spread out" and gives the mill attendees the chance to have one-on-one time with a specific vendor if desired.

· Facility in Wisconsin was fine although our booth was supposed to be 10x10ft. Instead it was 8x8 which means we brought the wrong backdrop display and had to improvise. No great heartache, but could have been better communicated. I personally think you need more time for attendees in the exhibit hall, but I'm a vendor, so I'm a bit biased. Attendance was great though and I was able to meet new clients as well as see plenty of existing customers.
· Thought everything was great - only suggestion would be to have the vendor booths closer to the conference rooms. Seem to be far away and spent a lot of time walking between the vendor area and the conference room.
