CONSERVATION PERIOD

3) The mandatory data for contractual and accounting purposes are kept for the
time necessary to carry out the commercial and accounting relationship.

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RIGHTS OF THE DATA SUBJECT

According to European Regulation 679/2016 (GDPR) and national legislation, the
interested party may, in accordance with the procedures and within the limits
established by current legislation, exercise the following rights:

 Request confirmation of the existence of personal data concerning him /
her (right of access);

 Know its origin;
 Receive intelligible communication;

· The right to lodge a complaint with the Control Authority.

How and when can the data subject oppose the processing of personal data?
(Article 21 GDPR).

For reasons relating to the particular situation of the interested party, the same
may oppose at any time the processing of their personal data if it is based on
legitimate interest  or  if  it  takes place for  business promotion,  by sending the
request  to  the  Owner  at  the  time  communicated  the  improvement  of  the
relationship on which the treatment itself is based.
